EDITOR’S NOTES

Severe financial targets imposed by our Landlords coupled with repercussions
continuing to be felt from the events of 2007 were major causes of a further
reduction in the number of teams to 41, the lowest since 1985 and a
corresponding reduction in the number of players down to 458, a loss of more
than 100 in two years.

In contrast to the 2007 season when four of the Divisional winners had 100%
records this year all teams lost at least two matches while Margate 'B" were the
only team not to win a game. Broadstairs won the Division One title on run-rate
from club rivals Broadstairs "A" the first occasion since the 2000 season that they
haven't won by a clear margin. In Division Three the top three sides could only be
split by run-rate. This theme was continued into the Cup final between Broadstairs
and Broadstairs "C". The latter who received a 15 run start via the handicap system
eventually won the trophy following an exciting bowl-out 2 : 1 after both sides had
posted totals of 117.

Highest Partnerships — there were two new Divisional records both in Division Five.
An unbeaten 1% wicket partnership of 148* by Westbrook "A" edged just one run
ahead of the previous best set by Sandwich "E" in 2005. An unbeaten 4™ wicket
stand of 114* by St.Nicholas is the third highest in any division for this wicket and
easily eclipses the previous divisional record of 79 posted by Westgate "A" in 1995.
A 3" wicket partnership in Division One of 85 by Hartsdonians equals the previous
highest achieved by Sandwich back in 1978. Only one record in this section now
remains from the 1970’s.

The sheer number of high partnerships, particularly those in excess of 100 for
the first wicket, mean that qualification for this section has again been increased.
That for the 1°' Wicket by 30 to 130 while the other wickets have all been
increased by a margin of ten:

The new figures will be; 2™ wkt = 110; 3™ = 100; 4™ =90; 5" = 80;

and 6" = 70.

Moving on to individual performances Chris Woodall passed the 9,000 run

total still almost 1,400 ahead of his nearest challenger, an incredible
achievement. Mark Fox became the 11" batsmen to score 7,000 runs while
Kevin Beaumont and Richard Justice both reached 6,000.

Sid Martin becomes only the second bowler to take 300 wickets and is now
only ten short of Andy Chapman who has topped this list for some years. Neil
Hopkins and Brian Solly both made it to 200. A total of 200 bowlers have now
taken 70 wickets in fewer than 400 overs to earn an Achievement Award.

34 half-centuries were scored the highest since 1998. Three or more wickets
in an innings were taken on 68 occasions an increase of seven on last season
despite the reduction in the total of matches played.

The Sandwich "D’ team produced the winners of both the Jarman and Roberts
Trophies for most wickets and most runs.. Gary Burgess scoring 427 runs
some 44 ahead of his nearest challenger Ray Keatley while the twenty
wickets by Sid Martin was four ahead of Daniel Carter of St. Nicholas.

A further seven players reached the initial stage of the Double section of a
1000 runs and 50 wickets bringing the total to 268 while Neil Hopkins becomes
the 29" player to reach 4,000 runs & 125 wickets. There were no new
additions to the upper sections of this table.

There was a further most welcome reduction in the number of occasions when
teams played short, down to 21 exactly half of the 2007 total.
